| had no idea that shingles could be so tiringow know that when someone says the
word “Shingles”, | will be much more concerned fbem. | didn’t imagine, or hear
clearly from others, how it would be.

But I've most often heard people saying “You ddaibw what it’s like till it

happens” about bereavement; usually, a bereavethegrieaves them on their own.
And one of the things that they notice is how moare quickly people who have not
experienced significant bereavement expect thelpe thetter”, than those who have
been through it.

Easter time brings Christians hope. The thougldestis rising from the dead is
comforting. But we won't know what death will kikd, till it happens to us. We
won't know what it will be like afterwards, till happens to us. But there are
stories....

Sometimes our experience is unique. But if sometlean happen to one person, it
can happen to another. What we live through, amatt wthers live through and tell us,
can help us to imagine other people’s needs andshogtter. All that happens to us
can help us to understand.
