BAWDESWELL & FOXLEY WINDMILLS

In times past there were windmills on the edgbaih villages.

Bawdeswell had a Smockmily type of windmill that consists of a

sloping, weatherboarded tower, usually with siemht sides. It is

topped with a roof or cap that rotates to bring shéds into the wind. This type of
windmill got its name from its resemblance to sn®elorn by farmers in an earlier
period.

Bawdeswell Smockmill stood on the former Bawdesweimmon, to the south side of
the Billingford Road, near its junction with theegent A1067, and was built ¢.1753
along with a bakehouse. Two pairs of common saith ®4 feet of cloth per sall
powered 2 pairs of 4ft French burr stones andw fhaill. The Mill became part of the
Evans Lombe Estate (Bylaugh Hall) and when it becaimeconomical or disused in
1852 its demolition was ordered.

From 1836 the miller was William Elvin. It appedhsit he built a red
brick towermill nearby at Foxley in 1845, butived at Bawdeswell
Mill House. He is thus given in directories as amBleswell till 1858.
He is said to have made his way to Foxley Mill edely across the
fields.

Foxley towermill lay to the southwest of the villagMill Lane today) and was five
storeys high, with a date stone being placed albeedoor. Four patent sails were
used to power 2 pairs of French burr stones andua fill although the mill was
advertised as being capable of driving a third p&stones if they were installed.

In 1899 the mill machinery was dismantled and mgegrs later was reduced to three
stories with a flat roof, as it stands today.

Dear Everybody, hello again.

The earthquakes, the tsunamis and the nucleargmshih Japan have been
frightening. | found myself reacting to the thieéeds of disasters in different ways.

In the earthquake, the buildings, people and objeetre shaken about. Office

workers cowered under desks, or tried to protegit thork stations, or left the

buildings. The threat of aftershocks made pedjlg is the open. The greatest
danger is from things falling on you, and areadarhage and safety can be quite close
together.

Tsunamis are different. The power of the waveg$aeray everything in their path.
A metres tall wall of water and wreckage spilledoas the agricultural floor of Japan.
The only safety was in being somewhere really higlgscaping the area. It's a battle
you can’t win.

And radiation is a battle you can’t see. Parheftiuman reaction to threats to nuclear
plants is to say: do away with them, regulate, ntaken safer: we can decide. We
can't stop earthquakes or tsunamis, we can do $imgeabout nuclear proliferation.
But the frightening thing about radiation is itevity. Earthquakes lasting even a
few minutes are unusually long. The tsunamis thatéew hours. Radiation lingers.

In the face of the death of tens of thousands edisin drowned or eventually
diseased, the woes of this nation seem small bypadson. The rebuilding work in
Japan will be colossal. Yet the woes of each plapeesent disasters on different
scales to a number of individuals.

Easter is for Christians the story of the disattat happened to one person and his
group of friends, and how a much greater good caumef it. It has inspired many
people to do good things for others, and to sedkit@ hope where everything has
been swept away.

All of us can put energy into helping others wheédst everything, and those for
whom the world is unsteady, overwhelmed, or poidone
