Initially traumatised by
the death of her brother on the journey, the disapgnce of her parents and the
strangeness of her new surroundings, the natuudlezance of a small girl soon
begins to emerge and she learns to love her nevlyfand friends as they struggle to
live under the Nazi regime. When she is unabkddep, Liesel’s kindly stepfather sits
with her night after night and together they rdag hook she stole at her brother’'s
burial — ‘The Gravediggers Handbook’. Liesl's lovkEbooks leads her to a search for
new reading material — not easily come by in a tqumhere books are regarded as
subversive and burnt in the street, and she igébta resort to theft — hence the Book
Thief of the title.

BE A RESPONSIBLE DOG OWNER

One of the biggest complaints received by Breckli@odncil each year is that aldg
fouling’ - owners allowing their dogs to foul the publiglmvay and public areas and
failing to clean up the mess.

We've designated our land a ‘poop scoop’ area utiteDogs (Fouling of Land) Act
1996. This applies to any land which is open to diveand which the public have
access to. If a dog fouls on this land and thequens charge of the dog doesn't clear it
up, they are guilty of an offence.

We can give a Fixed Penalty Notice (£50.00) to aeyawho commits this offence and
if they don’t pay the Fixed Penalty Notice withid tlays of receipt they could be
prosecuted and receive a maximum fine of £1000.

Most villages and towns have at least one dog whstewhich are provided and
maintained by town and parish councils. These aterpplace for dog mess to be put
into when owners are taking their dog for a wafkthere isn't one available then as
long as the dog mess is securely wrapped it cgrldmed into a litter bin, or even your
own household waste bin at home. If you have clgéane a quantity of dog waste
from your garden please securely wrap this andeglaiato your household waste bin.

| heard someone say on the radio recently — | fosgpich programme — that the
greater the gap between rich and poor in a sodletymore that society becomes
volatile and violent. Also, that it's usually theor who are the victims of the
violence.

That seems to be happening in our city streetsjtanorrying a lot of us. Teenagers
with knives, killing teenagers and others, in digguthat seem senseless to anybody
else, about “respect”. It looks as though whay timean by “respect” is “extreme
wariness”.

It makes a crazy kind of sense that when the rattrigher, angry or fearful teenagers
carry knives. The message of both trends seelms the same: “It's not what yare
that earns you respect, it's what ylwavethat earns you respect.

It dependn which force is uppermost in
you at the time, which you let govern you. If fg@averns you, you can end up
hearing yourself say horribly violent things abpabple you’ve never met, or about
whole groups of people. But love?.....

People will rejoice in ygualities, and will like to enjoy them,
to spend time with you. Whate you that earns respect?
