| have recently done jury service. In the old dajsrgy were exempt from this.
Maybe it was assumed that clergy would always geeple the benefit of the doubt;
or, cynically, that they would believe anything;tbat they might be involved in
looking after the families of those who were inspn; or for loads of other reasons, |
don’t know why it was.

But anyway, | had to do jury service. It was ietting, being responsible to decide on
a turning point in someone’s life. Would the supgb perpetrator face punishment,
shame, and a change of his life? Would the suppasém feel that justice had not
been done, and that closure could not be reacBsdthe time a case gets to court, it
means someone will suffer. So as well as beirgrasting, it was upsetting and
distressing, because your decision was going tbdmmeone.

We're coming up to the season of Lent. It's a teh&vhich Christians are supposed to
look at the way that they live their lives, and s themselves of what they have
done wrong. It's a little bit like forming our owgourt; prosecution, defence, judge,
jury.
