Bawdeswell Post Office
Hopes that a village would get a long-awaited pdfite as part of a new housing
development look set to be crushed.
For years residents of Bawdeswell had been ban&mg Peddars Way Housing
association scheme providing the village with atpaffice after the previous one
closed down.
In 2005 Breckland Council approved a planning aion from Peddars way to build
affordable housing at Folland Court providing ciertzonditions were met — including
a post office being rebuilt on the land.
But work never started because no one could bedféorrun it, and funding for the
whole scheme could be lost unless building staxts s
So now Peddars Way is asking the district coundift the condition.
A spokesman for Breckland Council said: “We underdt the importance of Post
Offices to rural communities. It is unfortunatathdespite the best efforts of Peddars
way, the parish council and the local elected mambaas not been possible to find
anyone who would be willing to take on the runniiga new post office.
“Even after the cabinet meeting, if someone stepsdrd soon to give a commitment
to run the new post office, Peddars Way will buflt

The Rector has been on Sabbatical Leave and wd thenArchdeacon of Lynn for
writing to us in his place.

Dear All

This is a wonderful time of the year. As | writeetweather is less than spring-like but
plant and tree life is vibrant and, to use wordsrfra favourite song of mine, “God is
playing hide and seek everywhere you turn.” (if weae eyes to see!) Taking good
care of God’s creation is a fundamental resporitsitibr all of us. As the first two
chapters of Genesis suggests, we are stewardsd Geation, entrusted with a most
precious gift. As stewards we have been givenyhiglg and have a duty to use those
gifts responsibly and not to abuse them. We angantnership with God in looking
after our environment and have a responsibilitydto all that we can to be good
stewards even though it may seem that what we ocaassdndividuals has minimum
impact on the global situation.

As Christians, it seems to me that we are bourvdaton and respond to such a calling,
for stewardship is at the heart of the Christiarsfigd.
