However, Rita learns that there is a larger issue in this dispute
considering that women are paid an appalling fraction of the men's wages for the
same work across the board on the sole basis of their sex. Refusing to tolerate this
inequality any longer, O'Grady leads a strike by her fellow machinists for equal pay
for equal work.
