Irene Némirovsky was already an established auittten she decided to write a
series of 5 books based on the situation in Framcthe time of the German
occupation of 1942. A Jew, who had escaped petfisecin her native Russia, she
was sadly deported and died in Auschwitz before sbuld complete her work.

The first two beautifully written books, 'Storm ifune' and 'Dolce’, which form "Suite
Francaise", graphically depict the mass exodus fRaris in advance of the German
occupation and the trials and sufferings of thalrinhabitants of the occupied zone
in coping first with their fleeing countrymen, thdére German soldiers living amongst
them, as well as personal issues.

The book was first published in France in 2004 hgvbeen painstakingly transcribed

from minutely written notes by the author’s dawghtlt was very well received by
the Book Club members.

Consumers in Norfolk are being warned of rogueesglbf digital TV services, who
are believed to be deliberately misleading resgleagarding the forthcoming digital
switchover. Norfolk County Council Trading Standa@dfficers spoke to a consumer
in Hellesdon in Norwich - who was told by a dooreloor satellite television salesman
last week that he would no longer be able to obdégital TV through his aerial after
digital switchover. The salesman claimed the regideeded to sign up to a respective
satellite company - such as the one he was progatiowever, the consumer had a
freeview receiver and a suitable aerial alreadyhsoknew that the salesman was
wrong. Norfolk County Council Trading Standards i€dfs are issuing a warning, as
other residents may be mislead.

Switchover in the Anglia region is not due to tgdace until 2011, so consumers
should not feel any need to be rushed into a detiabout which option they will
choose in order to receive digital television. Afssvitchover, a range of digital TV
options will continue to be available through amiae(via either a digital box or
digital TV), a satellite dish, cable, or broadband.

Consumers who have been told something differaniykm think that they may have
been misled into signing a contract for digital Eervices, can report the matter to
Consumer Direct on 08454 04 05 06.
