Dear Everybody, hello again,

We're in May. Gardens are more colourful; thera flower festival (see the
benefice page); brighter days heighten colours.s#id that, in this recession,
people are no longer making their houses as neagrpbssible to sell them;
they buy colourful cushions, and some even paitisvaa vivid as they were
in the 1970s. Colour can lift your mood.

I’'m old enough to remember the time when colougvision came in.
Suddenly, it felt as if a lot more was being said ahown. And most of the
black and white televisions were speedily scrapped.

One of the things that was said to me in my teess W ou see everything so
black and white, therare shades of grey.” (They meant | was opinionated).
It was true, | did see things at extremes, andhhuances of them. But
then, those shades of grey are just mixtures ofdinge black and white. If we
are to get a detailed picture of something, undadihg all the nuances, we
need to see things in colour.

But colour itself isn’t the whole answer. In trezent unrest in Thailand, one
group calls themselves, and wears, red. Anothgglisw. There was an
“orange” revolution in the Ukraine. Parties instisiountry call themselves
“true Blue”, or “Green”. Conservatives aren't lgddlue, socialists aren’t
really red. Those colours are simply a badge. Wihemvich City plays
another team with yellow shirts, they wear theieralative strip. People use
colours to say, waren't like the others. They make clear distinctions. |
politics, there are no mixtures, no purples to skiwat you're a conservative
communist.

In the natural world, whether you believe God mide not, you will see
shades and tones and half-tones and colours bendmone another.
Colours can be so subtle. It's such a shame wieetum colours into the new
“black and white” thinking; are you with us or agsii us. Life is more than
just “yes or no”. There are lots of shades of n&grthe more we see, the
richer are our minds and lives.
