Dear Everybody, hello again.

During October, the Palestinian man who managedottig Christian

bookshop in Gaza (there are 3,000 Christians heftef) was murdered.
The Bishop of London described Rami Ayyad as “auges martyr’; he

had received several death threats.

This puts the advice to clergy not to wear cleraalars because of the
threat of violence into perspective. True, fivatiBn clergy have been
murdered by strangers in the last ten years, andoimdon a survey
showed that nearly half of the clergy surveyed baein attacked in the
previous twelve months. But this seems more thessof a society that
is cracking under the strains of drug addiction amahtal illness, rather
than a concerted attack.

And it pales into insignificance in the face of thember of people round
the world who have been killed because of beingihlar gay, or of the
wrong tribe, or wrong religious group, or simply tand that someone
else wanted, or killed at birth because they wéis. g

When we remember the dead at All Souls’ Day, wealligwemember
those close to us. For us, they werent membetisisfyroup or that, but
real people who couldn't be reduced to just a lapebple with lots of
differences and characteristics. On Remembrange vizgaremember
those who have died in war; and we may be rememdpé@ndividuals, as
well as those who are just namesto us, who di¢tdaahe big group we
belong to, the nation, might determine how it lives

On the beautiful new memorial at Lichfield for tHead of the wars since
WWII, there is space for thousands more names. t\thshe wars that

are fought in our name, and where people die, saytahe group we
belong to? And when we are dead, what group wilbalong to then?
