In a change to our advertised programme, RSPB’teHas
Region Community Talks Officer Steve Lovell steppied
with a talk entitled ‘Save our Birds of Prey’. Irsabject guaranteed
to be contentious Steve spoke about the work goimgp halt the decline in
numbers of birds of prey. Birds of prey have besgally protected since the 1950s
but, as Steve showed with some distressing pictthisshas not prevented birds being
killed by trapping, shooting, poisoning and nesstdection, often blamed on those
with sporting interests and the management of gdninds. A paradox there
somewhere. The bottom line for preservation oféhmgjestic birds was for reasons of
biodiversity, they also act as environmental intica (alert to chemicals such as
DDT) and, love them or hate them, birds of preyehalways been part of our heritage
and are here to stay.
